August 11, 2011

The Larchwood City Council met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, August 10, 2011 at 6:30 pm at the Larchwood Community Center.  Council members present were:

Ted Underberg, Josh Feucht and Dean Snyders.  Others in attendance were: Carla Manning, Tony DeSmet, Verdona Kelly, Jeff Gallagher, Wayne Schlotfeldt, and Sandi DeSmet. Absent were: Mayor Vanden Bosch, Mike Metzger and Sharon Meffert.

Mayor Pro Tem Snyders called the meeting to order.  Carla Manning approached the council with a plan to complete the walking paths in the park including a reading/contemplation area.  The paths will give children a safe place to ride their bikes and trikes and will give a longer option for walking.  Carla would like to apply for a Lyon County Riverboat Foundation Grant for $10,000 and asked the City if they would contribute $5,000 towards the project. The Larchwood Community Group is allowing her to use their 501c3 status for the grant and they will donate the $1,294 remainder contingent on the grant.  Motion by Underberg, second by Feucht to approve the project and contribute $5,000 contingent on the grant. Roll call vote: Underberg-aye, Feucht-aye,

Snyders-aye, Metzger-absent, Meffert-absent.

Wayne Scholotfeldt informed the council that references from Civil Ag Group checked out fine. Motion by Underberg, second by Feucht to approve them as a contractor. Roll call vote: Snyders-aye, Underberg-aye, Feucht-aye, Metzger-absent, Meffert-absent.

Mayor Pro Tem Snyders talked about increasing the length to the existing blacktop, Wayne said that the area would be approximately 150’ and prices run $13,000 for 100’.

A resignation was received from Darlene Koens for the Planning and Zoning and Board of Adjustment Boards. Sandi will send out a notice with next month’s bills for anyone interested on serving on either board.  The Council appreciates Darlene’s service.

Thank yous were received from several people for the Senior Citizen Bus Trip.

The Consent Agenda was approved on motion from Underberg, second by Feucht. Roll call vote: Underberg-aye, Feucht-aye, Snyders-aye, Metzger-absent, Meffert-absent.

Items on the Consent Agenda were: Building permit for Sam Moser-storage shed, Rebates for Rich Roemen-freezer, Dave Anderson-furnace/ac, and Jaden Lorenzen-heat pump. Cigarettte Permit for B&B Bar.

Tony DeSmet gave his maintenance report which included: fixed a u-joint on the pickup, sprinkler zone at the baseball diamond, changed 2 street light heads in the west end of town, weeds mowed at the lagoon, 2 new tires on the mower, gravel and dirt leveled off at the softball diamond, did maintenance on the boom truck. Tony also presented the council with more street light prices.  Motion by Underberg, second by Feucht to purchase the decorative street lights and asked Sandi to write a Lyon County Riverboat Foundation Grant. Roll call vote: Underberg-aye, Snyders-aye, Feucht-aye, Metzger-absent, Meffert-absent. Motion by Snyders, second by Feucht to purchase a new computer dedicated to metering software. Roll call vote: Snyders-aye, Underberg-aye, Feucht-aye, Meffert-absent, Metzger-absent.
The City was granted farm-to-market status on the south portion of Broadway to A18.

Councilors Metzger and Meffert attended the Board of Supervisors meeting on July 25, 2011 to ask for funding to reimburse the City for 50% of a typical 24’ wide rural slab road, to be used for the main street project. The Board approved reimbursement for $25,934.42.

Resolution 2012-2 Support Grant Applications to the Lyon County Riverboat Foundation for Larchwood EMS, Larchwood Library, Larchwood Community Group, and the City of Larchwood was approved on motion from Underberg, second by Feucht. Roll call vote: Snyders-aye, Feucht-aye, Underberg-aye, Metzger-absent, Meffert-absent.

Ordiance 2012-2 Alliance Franchise Agreement to allow the City of Larchwood to receive 3% of gross revenue from Alliance Communications was approved on motion from Feucht, second by Underberg. Roll call vote: Snyders-aye, Feucht-aye, Underberg-aye, Metzger-absent, Meffert-absent.

The Amercian Legion would like their monument moved to the city park, it was agreed in a contract that the city would pay this fee.  Motion by Feucht, second by Underberg to move the monument, bench, and flagpoles and light it. Roll call vote: Underberg-aye, Feucht-aye, Snyders-aye, Metzger-absent, Meffert-absent.

Tony Kerkvliet asked Councilor Snyders for purchase of a new flagpole and sprinkler system for the outfield of the softball diamond. Flagpole purchase was approved and the sprinkler system will be looked into. The Council asked how much rent the school was paying for the diamonds, rent has not been collected for 4 years. Sandi will check it out.

The carpet in the Community Center is in need of replacing, Dean will check prices on heavy duty commercial carpet.

Sandi informed the council that nomination papers are available in her office and filing will begin August 29 and end September 22 at 5pm.

The Lyon County Riverboat Foundation will be giving away City funding at half-time at the Beef Bowl in Rock Rapids on August 26.  A Hazard Mitigation meeting will be held Tuesday, August 16 at 6pm at the Forster Center in Rock Rapids. Next council meeting will be Wednesday, September 7, 2011 at 6:30 pm at the Larchwood Community Center.

Meeting was adjoured on motion from Underberg, second by Feucht.
