The Larchwood City Council met for a Budget Workshop on Monday, January 17 at 6:30 pm at the Larchwood Community Center.  In attendance were:  Len Vanden Bosch, Dean Snyders, Ted Underberg, Josh Feucht, Sharon Meffert and Sandi DeSmet.

The Ben Clare Church would like to hold a spaghetti supper at the gym for a freewill donation and give the proceeds to the City for a project of their choosing.  The Council agreed that the proceeds should go to the Betterment Club for their softball diamond playground equipment project.

Randy Rockhill is going to install a LED yard light and wanted to know if we would like to meter it for energy efficiency purposes.  The Council agreed this would be a good idea.

Budget requests from the Library and Betterment Club were accepted – same as last year.
Park budget request of $3400 plus $5000 per year for walkways was denied. A budget of $1960 was accepted and no walkways were approved.  $207,871 was designated for street repair, $40,000 for water project to upgrade to 6” and a $45,000 sewer project was approved.  Taxes will be a little less at 7.12876.

The Council received a study from Maxfield Research on an Independent Living Facility.

The initial findings show support for a 12-plex building.
