July 13, 2011

The Larchwood City Council met for a Special Meeting on July 13, 2011 at 5:30 pm at the Larchwood Community Center. Council members in attendance were: Mayor Vanden Bosch, Dean Snyders, Ted Underberg and Josh Feucht.  Others in attendance were Sandi DeSmet, Wayne Schlotfeldt, Tony DeSmet, Verdona Kelly and Jeff Gallagher.

Wayne Schlotfeldt of Schlotfeldt Engineering opened the sealed bids for the 2011 Main Street Paving Project. Bids submitted were from Rens Concrete $202,160.41, Civil Ag Group $200,135.61, Buskerud Construction $227,125.91 and Carlson Company $226,099.78. Schlotfeldt Engineering will get references from Civil Ag Group and the Council will decide on the bid at the August 10, 2011 meeting.

Building permits were issued to Scott Smidt-fence replacement and Doug Cherry-garage.

Bills presented for payment in the amount of $51,944.44 were approved on motion from Snyders, second by Feucht. Roll call vote: Snyders-aye, Feucht-aye, Underberg-aye, Meffert & Metzger-absent.

The following bills were presented for payment:

Community Oil-summer fill $3,568.50; Countryside Auto-street signs $40.00; Dakota Supply Group-water line $2,536.32; Econo Signs-street signs $460.21; Iowa Utilities Board-assessment $670.00; Jake Van Voorst-Tilling/seeding $2,567.90; John Deere-parts $126.19; Larchwood Mini Mart-gas $955.23; Lyon REC-power $39,643.04; Security Savings Bank-bus trip $440.00; Stan Houston Equipment-parts $59.98; Stateline Graphics-publications $237.13; Stensland Gravel-gravel $639.94.

Tony DeSmet provided the Council with a quotation for decorator street lights from Graybar. The Council asked him to get a few more examples before the next meeting.

Ordinance Number 2012-1 Garbage Rates was approved on motion from Underberg, second from Snyders. Roll call vote: Snyders-aye, Underberg-aye, Feucht-aye, Meffert & Metzger-absent. The landfill rate went up $1.00 per ton on July 1, 2011 and 50% is split with R&S Sanitation. Council member Underberg moved that the rule requiring that an Ordinance be considered and voted on for passage at two council meetings prior to this meeting be suspended with respect to Ordinance 2012-1. Second by Snyders. Roll call vote: Snyders-aye, Feucht-aye, Underberg-aye, Metzger & Meffert-absent. This Ordinance is in affect immediately upon publication.
The City of Larchwood has received their 1st casino check for $19,779.14.
