June 2, 2011

The Larchwood City Council met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, June 1, 2011 at 6:30 pm at the Larchwood Community Center. Council members in attendance were:

Mayor Vanden Bosch, Mike Metzger, Josh Feucht, Ted Underberg, Sharon Meffert.

Dean Snyders was absent. Others in attendance were: Verdona Kelly, Steve Simons, Carla Manning, Tony Kerkvliet, Wayne Schlotfeldt, Tony DeSmet and Sandi DeSmet.

Mayor Vanden Bosch called the meeting to order. Wayne Schlotfeldt of Schlotfeldt Engineering approached the council with an engineering proposal for Broadway Street.

The plan is to remove and replace the south part of Broadway from Highway 9 to the scale at the elevator with 8” of concrete throughout most of the street width. The estimated construction cost was $270,000 to $285,000. Tentative time schedule is to begin project June 2, 2011. Review plans and set bid date June 22, 2011. Accept bids and award contract July 13, 2011. Completion date October 1, 2011. The Council questioned Wayne on what the engineering costs would be and he stated that they should be included in the cost.
Tony Kerkvliet advised the council that the foul poles at the softball diamond have broken off. Jeremy Childress purchased new piping and the West Lyon FFA welded it.

Tony asked the council if they would consider paying for the poles and WL Softball will pay for the painting. Motion by Metzger, second by Meffert to pay WL Softball $413.72 for the poles.

The Consent Agenda was approved on motion from Underberg, second by Metzger. Roll call vote: all ayes. Items on the Consent Agenda were: Rebates for Jane Heirigs-heat pump, John Sanderson and Ryan Snyders-water heaters. Building Permits for Lyle Snyders-storage shed addition, Jean David-fence and deck, Paul Maurer-deck. Liquor License for Larchwood Food Center.
Tony DeSmet gave the maintenance report which included: jetted plugged inlet pipe at lagoon, repaired and painted broken picnic tables at the park, fixed water fountain faucet, leveled dirt by soccer field, fixed water leaks at Cement Plant and Holder Street, added pea rock to the playground equipment at softball diamond, met with engineers for main street project and got street paving estimates, ordered radio read water meter package from Dakota Supply Group. Tony asked what our policy is for electric meters that are required by code, but are not standard use.  The council agreed that the homeowner would have to pay the difference if they require special meters.

The Council reviewed bids from engineers for the Broadway Project. DGR submitted a bid for $342,100 and Scholtfeldt’s bid was $285,000. Motion by Metzger, second by Feucht to proceed with Scholtfeldt Engineering after details are in writing. Roll call vote:

all ayes.

Bids were received for street improvements from Myrl & Roy’s Paving for $317,484 and Blacktop Paving for $202,585. The city has $185,000 budgeted for street repair so the council agreed to cut back on the streets that can wait until next year. Motion by Metzger, second by Underberg to use Blacktop Paving Company. Roll call vote: all ayes.
The City Clerk received a call from Steve Michael about the farm-to-market road designation. Jeff Williams is completing paperwork to be sent to the Farm-to-Market Review Board in Des Moines.

Motion by Metzger, second by Underberg to place an ad in the WL Herald for the casino grand opening. Roll call vote: all ayes.
