May 2, 2011

The Larchwood City Council met for a Public Hearing on Monday, May 2, 2011 at 6:30 pm at the Larchwood Community Center.  Council members present were: Mayor Vanden Bosch, Ted Underberg, Dean Snyders, Sharon Meffert, Mike Metzger and Josh Feucht. Also present were Tony DeSmet, Sandi DeSmet, Carla Manning and Steve Simons.

Mayor Vanden Bosch called the Public Hearing to order regarding the Budget Amendment for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2010 and ending June 30, 2011.

There were no written or oral comments from the public.  The Public Hearing was officially closed.  Council member Metzger introduced Resolution 2011-3 RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE BUDGET AMENDMENT AND CERTIFICATION OF CITY TAXES FOR THE FISCAL YEAR JULY 1, 2010 TO JUNE 30, 2011, second by Feucht.  Roll call vote: All ayes.  
Steve Simons visited with the Council about holding a Community Visioning Meeting with assistance from the Northwest Iowa Planning & Development Commission. Tentative dates are June 15 or 22nd.

Thank you notes  were received from West Lyon 4th grade boy’s basketball team for the use of the gym for practice, Awana for the use of the gym, and Friends of the Library for the use of the Community Center.  A memorial donation for the cemetery was received from the Julia (Riley) Johnson family.

The Consent Agenda was approved on motion from Underberg, second by Snyders.

Items on the Consent Agenda were: Minutes of April 4, 2011 meeting, Rebates for Carson Grant and Jeff Grotewold-washers and Lou Vosburg-water heater. Building Permit to John Sanderson – fence and Liquor License for Larchwood Mini Mart.

Roll call vote: All Ayes.

Tony DeSmet gave the Maintenance Report which included bulbs replaced in gym, floor scrubber repaired, park and soccer fields aerated, water turned on in parks, valve box installed at softball diamond, water line installed on Fell Street within 200’ of Cherry Avenue. 
Discussion was held on Radio Read Meter replacement. The Council decided it would be a good idea to replace meters with water and electric transmitters and purchase the Mobile Collector at a later date. Tony will get bids on this. Sandi will look into resale of old electric meters.
The deterioration of the south part of Broadway was discussed. Motion by Snyders, second by Feucht to replace with concrete, water lines and electric lines are also in need of replacing. This project will be going out for sealed bids and will need to be completed before fall.

Motion by Feucht, second by Underberg to start a monthly maintenance agreement with Northern Plains Equipment for exercise equipment maintenance.
Resolution 2011-2 Establishing Fees for Zoning Permits and Related Zoning Activities was approved on motion from Snyders, second by Underberg. Roll call vote: All ayes.
Applications for Variance, Special Exception and Zoning District Changes will be charged at fee of $100.00.

Resolution 2011-4 – A Resolution to Hire Mosquito Control of Iowa for the summer of 2011 (or longer) and people wanting to be notified can come to city hall and sign a pre-notification/no spray register prior to May 15, 2011.  Motion by Underberg, second by Snyders to approve.  Roll call vote:  All Ayes.


Ordinance No 10 Amending Water Rates was passed on motion from Underberg, second by Feucht.  Roll call vote: all ayes.  Service charge including 1,000 gallons shall be $18.00, each additional 1,000 gallons shall be $2.35.  This ordinance will become effective as of the July 20, 2011 billing cycle.

The Miss/Little Miss Larchwood Pageant will be held on Monday, May 16 at 7pm at the Larchwood Community Center.
