October 4, 2011

The Larchwood City Council met for a regular meeting on Monday, October 3, 2011 at 6:30 pm at the Larchwood Community Center.  Council members present were: Dean Snyders, Josh Feucht, Sharon Meffert, Mike Metzger and Ted Underberg.  Also present were: Tony DeSmet, Jennifer Schemmel, Sandi DeSmet, Carla Manning and Steve Simons.

Mayor Pro Tem Snyders called the meeting to order.  Jennifer Schemmel was sworn in on the Board of Adjustment.

Consent Agenda was approved on motion from Metzger, second by Underberg. Roll call vote: all ayes.  Items on the Consent Agenda were:  Minutes from the September 6 and 14, 2011 meetings, Building Permits: Paul Steenblock-fence, Farmers Elevator-seed bins,

Meter reader software will be installed at the end of the month.
