September 6, 2011

The Larchwood City Council met for their regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, September 6, 2011 at 6:30 pm.  Council members in attendance were:  Dean Snyders, Josh Feucht, Ted Underberg, Mike Metzger and Sharon Meffert.  Also in attendance were: Sandi DeSmet, Shane Reinke, Jesse Blauwet, Brett Medema, Chris Underberg and Tony DeSmet.

Mayor Pro Tem Snyders called the meeting to order.  Jesse Blauwet, Shane Reinke, Brett Medema and Chris Underberg from the Larchwood Baseball Board approached the council sharing plans for the future of the baseball diamond which include: a grandstand, new fencing, dugouts and taller lights.  The Board will get pricing for each and will present to the council for approval before applying for grants in the future.

Chris Underberg was sworn in to the Planning and Zoning Board.

The Consent Agenda was approved on motion from Underberg, second by Metzger.  Roll call vote: all ayes.  Items on the Consent Agenda were: Minutes from the August 10, 2011 Meeting, Building Permit to Chris Viereck-storage building addition, Rebates to: Brett Medema-refrigerator, Ray Ripperda-refrigerator/freezer, Jeff Gallagher-heat pump, and Al Van Ash-water heater.

Tony DeSmet gave the maintenance report which included: arranged concrete pouring for bench in park and Legion memorial, took down overhead wire and poles on Broadway, changed water meters, schedule 3rd phase of sewer jetting with Pete Howe Ind. The City of Inwood asked about purchasing any leftover water meters, we will find a fair price for them.

Old Business:
Construction Contract with Civil Ag Group was signed.

West Lyon School was sent a bill for the last 4 years rent for softball and baseball diamonds.  Motion by Feucht, second by Metzger to use the money to install a sprinkler system on the east softball diamond.  Roll call vote:  all ayes.

The City will be sending out a Community Visioning Survey with next month’s utility bills.  The City Council urges citizens to fill out and return the survey.

New Business:

The FY2011 Annual Report was approved on motion from Metzger, second by Feucht.  Roll call vote: all ayes.

Ordinance No 11 –Electric Rate Increase  to .0811 per kwh and $12.90 per KW was approved on motion by Underberg, second by Meffert. Roll call vote: all ayes. Moved by Underberg that the rule regarding that an ordinance must be considered and voted on for passage at two council meetings prior to the meeting at which it is to be finally passed be suspended, that the ordinance be placed upon it’s final passage and that the ordinance does now pass, second by Metzger.  Roll call vote: all ayes.

Citizens have been asking about the City purchasing a new tv for the gym, the Council agreed that due to vandalism we cannot keep a tv in service.  Parents are also reminded that children under 12 or not in 5th grade are not allowed in the gym without a parent and no one under 16 is allowed on the stage. If this does not change, children will not be allowed in the gym.
The meeting was then adjourned on motion from Feucht, second by Metzger.
